One request which figures in several letters 1s for information
as to the best kind of aerial to use and houw to couple it to their
Eddystone, if we are talking of the H.F. models [as opposed to the
VIS s i o then for general coverage listening I can think of
nothing more effective than an outside long-wire [even a short-uwirel,
coupled to the receiver through an aerial tuning unit. The difference
that such a home made unit can make is surprising, just as surprising
is the low cost of such a unit. Often the bits needed are already
available, can be cannibalised fram an old domestic receiver, or found
in the junk box. Try the circuit in this issue, a few hours work will
produce a great 1mprovement in your listening.



perial Tuning Unit for use with your Eddystonei- //f/

Any kind of aerial, be it a piece of wire around the curtain rail of the
room or a hundred yard long external serial, will be resonant and most
effective only on certain frequencies. This means that the operating
impedance of it will very enormously from very low to very high, it will
only match into your receiver 1f used with a matching or tuning unit.
Having said this, an aerial tuning unit cannot do miracles. It will bring
up from out of the noise those very weak signals, 1t will also help to
prevent spurious incoming signals fFom interfering with that one station
you want to hear. This circuit is an old often copied favourite, nothing
exotic but it does work.
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The B40A.

This is an AC/DC receiver designed for use on 11@ and 200
to 250 volt supplies. It is a general coverage receiver for both
profcssional and amateur communications purposes.- 1t utilises seven
BeA type valves and is capable of excellent performance if used properly.
